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GENUINE LOVE AND THE  

MIND  

 
Bless those who persecute you; 

bless and do not curse. Rejoice 

with those who rejoice; mourn 

with those who mourn. Live in 

harmony with one another. Do 

not be proud, but be willing to 

associate with people of low po-

sition. Do not be conceited. 

[Romans 12:14-16 NIV] 

Knowing Christ and the 

gospel produces a way of life 
that Paul simply calls ñthe sin-

cere loveò or ñthe genuine loveò 

(12:9). In this section of Ro-

mans, the apostle teaches about 

love toward the Lord and his 

people (12:9-13), love toward 

those who differ from us in var-

ious ways (12:14-16), and love 

toward those who oppose us 

(12:17-21). 

Paul joins this paragraph 

with the preceding by a verbal 
ñhookò. The words ñpracticeò 

(or pursue) in verse 13 and ñper-

secuteò in verse 14 are transla-

tions of the same Greek word. 

The apostle has said that ge-

nuine love hates evil and clings 

to what is good, and now he 

gives examples of this firm re-

jection and committed selection. 

God is the supreme example of 

blessing, since he provides for 
the welfare of his creatures (Ps 

145:13-16). When we bless 

people, we are asking God to 

bless them, along with also 

doing what we can for their 

well-being. The opposite of 

blessing is to curseðto ask God 

to bring ruin and judgment on 

someone. In this teaching, Paul 

is drawing on the teaching of Je-

sus (Mt 5:44; Lk 6:27-28). Be-

fore Jesus this concept was un-

known, but Jesus and his apos-

tles put it at the core of living in 

his kingdom (his saving reign or 
sovereign authority). God 

blesses his people, in order that 

we might bring Godôs blessing 

to the nations. How is this hap-

pening in your life now? 

Genuine love also requires 

sympathy in emotions. Love 

does not keep distant from the 

joys and sorrows of others (cf. 2 

Cor 1-2). The good condition of 

others should induce us to re-

joice, but their afflictions should 
move us to sorrow. Clearly, this 

flows from a proper respect for 

others (cf. 12:10b) and from a 

sense of the unity of the body of 

Christ (cf. 1 Cor 12:26). To cast 

a wet blanket of gloom on the 

joy of others is to fail to appre-

ciate their gladness in what the 

Lord has done for them (cf. Ps 

126:1-3). To fail to show deep 

concern for those mourning is to 
count their loss as nothing. The 

true Christian can never live a 

self-absorbed way of life, be-

cause the believerôs life is in 

Christ (Col 3:3-4) and is to be 

shared with others. How are you 

currently working for the joy (2 

Cor 1:24) of others? 

This mutual sympathy 

comes from a shared way of 

thinking. ñLive in harmony with 

one anotherò literally is ñthink-
ing the same unto one anotherò. 

Since we share life in Jesus Chr-

ist and all of Godôs mercies in 

him, we must share a common 

mind-set or outlook that comes 

the Lordôs Word, and that pro-

motes unity (cf. Rm 15:5; 2 Cor 

13:11; Ph 2:2; 4:2). How are you 

developing this common out-

look? 

The apostle says more 
about proper thinking, since 

wrong ideas do not bring about 

genuine love. The middle part of 

this verse can be more literally 

translated ñdo not think high 

thoughts but be carried away 

with low (humble thoughts).ò 

Such thinking will affect how 

we interact with people and per-

form actions. If we have too 
high an opinion of ourselves, we 

will look down on others or on 

doing ñsmallò jobs (cf. Jn 13:1-

7; Mt 19:13-15). Biblical think-

ing views oneself and others 

through the lens of grace (unme-

rited favor, 2 Cor 8:9). We need 

to restructure our thinking to 

have the attitude of Christ (Ph 

2:1-11). How are Christôs atti-

tudes seen in you? 

The word-root ñthinkò also 
occurs in the last part of the 

verse. It is more literally, ñDo 

not become wise (sensible or 

ñthoughtfulò or prudent) in your 

own (judgment).ò Again, ge-

nuine love demands that we 

maintain a correct, biblical self-

image, not inflating it to make 

the world revolve around us. But 

instead, we need to be sensible 

about ourselves and reach out to 
each other, regardless of any dif-

fering worldly circumstances. 

Who are you bringing closer in-

to your life of love? 

So then, how are people in 

your life seeing genuine love in 

you?

At 

least the two pôs were next to 

each other. Kindness, goodness, 
faithfulness, gentleness were 

next.

That was probably the 

hardest and was at the end of the 

list, so she had that one down 

first. 

As she studied and waited 
for the sun to come up, she was 

happy to be at her grandparentôs 

at last.

God wants us to learn to wait on 

Him. Itôs important to talk about 

Him too. He sends His Spirit in-

to our hearts and causes us to 

grow these fruits.ò 

ñGrandpa, you do talk 

about God to me, always! You 

are like the verse I learned this 

year in Sunday School.ò 

ñCan you quote it to me?ò 

ñYes,ò Psalm 145:4, One 
generation will commend your 

works to another, they will tell 

of your mighty acts. 

ñThat is a good one for me 

to remember.ò 

ñWell, you always tell me 

stories about how God has 

helped you, Grandpa. I love lis-

tening to them.ò 

ñNow itôs time to go inside 

and wash these berries. Grand-

ma is going to teach you how to 
make jam.ò 

ñJam?  This is going to be 

a really fun day!ò 

Stacey washed and hulled 

the berries alongside her grand-

mother at the kitchen counter. 

As they worked, Grandma ex-

plained the process. 

ñWhile you were outside 

with Grandpa, Stacey, I washed 

the jars in the dishwasher, 
putting it on the sterilizing 

cycle. The jars have to be very 

clean. Letôs put the berries in the 

big pot and you can mash them 

with this potato masher.ò 

Stacey worked happily and 

together, she and Grandma add-

ed the sugar and the pectin and 

stirred the delicious jam. 

ñThis is really fun, Grand-

ma. Iôm glad you are teaching 

me how to make jam.

MOTHERôS DAY 
The birth of Mother's Day:  

Anna M. Jarvis (1864-1948) 

loved her mother dearly. It was 

Miss Jarvis who first suggested 

a national day to honor all 

mothers. At a memorial service 

for her mother on May 10, 1908, 

Anna gave a carnation, her 

motherôs favorite flower, to each 
person in attendance. Within a 

few years, the idea to honor 

mothers gained popularity, and 

Motherôs Day was soon ob-

served annually in many large 

cities of the United States.  

  

On May 9, 1914, by an act 

of congress, President Woodrow 

Wilson proclaimed the second 

Sunday of May as Motherôs 

Day. He established the day as a 

time for ñpublic expression of 
our love and reverence for the 

mothers of our country.ò By 

then, it had become customary 

to wear white carnations in hon-

or of departed mothers and red 

carnations to honor the living. 

The custom continues to this 

day.

FATHERôS DAY 
The beginning of Father's 

Day: One Sunday in 1909, a 

young woman named Sonora 

Smart Dodd sat in a pew listen-

ing to a sermon honoring moth-

ers. Her mother had died some 

years before, so her father had 

raised her by himself. She began 

to wonder why there wasnôt a 

day to honor fathers. 

Sonora decided to arrange 

for a tribute to be paid to her fa-
ther at a church in her home-

town of Spokane, Washington. 

The date was June 19, 1910. 

Many believe that this was the 

beginning of Fatherôs Day. 

Another view is that Dr. 

Robert Webb, pastor of Central 
Church, in Fairmont, West Vir-

ginia, held a service giving tri-

bute to fathers in 1908. Regard-

less of which story is the correct 

one, it is certain that President 

Calvin Coolidge was the first 

president to choose a special day 

to honor fathers. He proclaimed 

the third Sunday in June as Fa-

therôs Day in 1924.
